Introduction

In 2006, National Taiwan Normal University (NTNU) and National University Preparatory
School for Overseas Chinese Students merged to establish the College of Tnternational Studies and
Education for Overseas Chinese, NTNU. Pursuant to the promotion of “innovative Taiwan and global
deployment™ from the Ministry of Education. the Department of East Asian Culture and Development
and the Graduate Institute of International Sinology Studies were created. In the 2009-2010 academic
vear. a plan was proposed to consolidate the Department of East Asian Culture and Development and
the Graduate Institute of International Sinology Studies to respond to the NTNU development plan and
to promote qualily academic and research performance. Lhe proposal was approved at the NINU
Research and Development Committee and Affairs Meeting. Commencing from the 2011-2012
academic vear, the two units are integrated to form the Department of Last Asian Studies. It has
undergraduate and graduate programs. cach with two groups: the sinology and culture group and the

politics and economics group.

We emphasize the importance of teaching, research. and services with our taculty members and
expect them to take on full tasks and responsibilities as university teachers and keep up with the world
trends and pace. With regard to student training. we aim to equip our students with “independent
thinking abilities. enthusiastic spirits, responsible attitudes. excellent teamwork. international
viewpoints, and appropriate manners and behaviors™.
